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The Bible and the Temple

he Bible begins and ends in the

temple. Genesis begins with the
six days of creation, then Eden, then
Adam and Eve being banished from
Eden and from the tree of life
(Gen.3:224). Revelation begins with
Jesus promising the faithful Christians
that they will eat once more from the
tree of life (Rev.2.7 also 22.14), and
ends with all the faithful servants
standing before the throne of God and
the Lamb, by the tree of life (Rev.22.1
S). The story of Revelation is in effect
the reversal of Genesis3l and both
stories are set in the temple, although
this is not immediately obvious.
The temple was a larger version of the
tabernacle. Although the two systems
were not identical in every detail, the
furnishings, rituals and meaning of the
tabernacle are the best guide we have
to the furnishings, rituals and meaning
of the temple. The Lord said to Moses:
‘Let them make me a sanctuary that |
may dwell in their midst' (Exod.25.8),
but this meant far more than the taber-
nacle being a visible sign of the Lord
in the centre of their desert commu-
nity. It also meant that the Lord was
the centre of their world view, not 'up
there'.
The Lord then said to Moses:
'According to all that | show you con-
cerning the pattern of the tabernacle
and all of its furniture, so you shall
make it' (Exod.25:9). Again, the obvi-
ous understanding of this verse is only
one part of the meaning. In the time of
Jesus, people believed that when

Moses was on Sinai for six days
(Ex0d.24:1516), he was given a vi-

sion of the creation, and it was these
six days of his vision that were the six
days of creation in Genesis 1. Moses
was then to represent the creation,
which was 'All that | show you con-
cerning the pattern of the tabernacle.'

The Lord had
said to Moses: 'Let them make me a
holy placethat | may dwell in the

midst'

The creation was represented by the
temple, and the pattern of correspon-
dences shows that Adam was the first
high priest. He was set in Eden 'to till it
and to keep it' (Gen.2:15), but those
two words also have another 'temple’
meaning. The same Hebrew words can
mean 'to lead a service of worship' and
'to preserve the teachings'. None of the
interpretations in the time of Jesus

20

was seen in garments of glory (Lk
9:29), which all Christians would also
wear again (2 Cor.3:18). They would
appear in the holy of holies before the
throne, illumined by the light of the
lord, with the name on their foreheads
- the mark of high priesthood
(Rev.22.45), and with access to the
tree of life (Rev.22:1 4).

This is one pattern of temple imagery
in the Bible. The key words in Chris-
tian teaching, such as incarnation, res-
urrection, atonement and covenant, all
have their roots in temple tradition,
and must be understood in that context
if we are to recover the full meaning of
the original Bible teaching. Origen, the
great Christian biblical scholar who
died in 253CE, said that the tabernacle
furnishings all symbolised teachings,
and that only the high priests knew
what they were. When the Levites car-
ried the tabernacle through the desert,
the high priests wrapped all the fur-
nishings so that nobody saw them



(Num.4:4 15; OrigenOn Numbers
Homily 5). But Jesus is our great high
priest, and Ignatius, martyr bishop of
Antioch at the end of the*tentury,
taught that 'our own high priest has
been entrusted with the holy of holies,
and to him alone are the secret things o
God committed' (Ignatiug,etter to the
Philadelphians ¥

What, then, of 'covenant'? This word,
and especially 'the new covenant; (that
is, the new testament) is central to the
original teaching. Covenant means
'binding; and the priestly words for
‘creation’ and ‘creating' are related to it.
In temple terms, they imagined the
creation as a series of bonds that joined
all things to each other and everything
to the Creator. The historic covenants
with Noah (Gen.9:817), with Abra-

ham (Gen.1 7:21), with Israel at Sinai
(Exodus 24:3 ) and with David (2

Sam 7:417) - were all aspects of the
one great covenant, which Isaiah called
'the everlasting covenant' (Isa 25:4) or
'the covenant of peace’ (Isa 54:10),
peace here being shalom which means
wholeness, integrity and harmony.

The bonds of this great covenant were
broken by sin and repaired by atone-
ment. Atonement was the first duty of a
high priest. When he performed the
ritual of the day of atonement at the
new year, he cleansed the tabernacle,
that is the creation, from the effects of
human sin, and then hallowed the tab-
ernacle/ creation for the new year (Lev
16.:19). He used the blood of a goat to
sprinkle the tabernacle, and then a sec-
ond goat symbolically carried away the
sins of the people (Lev 16: Z2). The
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high priest was repairing the broken
bonds of the covenant, where ‘wrath'
might break through and destroy the
system.

How the covenant of peace and atone-
ment were understood is illustrated in
the gory story of high priest Phineas,
who saw the covenant being broken
when an Israelite man married a
Midianite woman. He killed both of
them, and this was understood, in this
very primitive tale, as Phineas acting
to protect the covenant. The lord then
entrusted to Phineas the covenant of
peace, because he had made atone-
ment for the people of Israel He had
protected them from the danger of a
broken covenant, and this was de-
scribed as atonement, restoring the
covenant of peace. At the last supper,
Jesus described his own blood as
covenant blood. There were many
covenants with Noah, Abraham,
Moses, David and so Matthew, writ-
ing for Jewish Christians, had to spec-
ify which covenant Jesus meant.
