Once again, Bruce Robertson and Graham 

Clark will be demonstrating their skill with model railways, a real 

treat for boys of all ages. 

 

Regular attenders to the fair will notice a change in the way young 

people are involved. There will be much more in the way of activi-

ties for children. For the first time, the teenage age group from the 

church will take responsibility for their own stall, the proceeds of 

which will form the basis of a budget for which they will themselves 

take responsibility, using it to arrange activities and trips on behalf 

of the church for people of that age group. 

 

Taking place as usual in the beautiful, semi-rural location of the 

church glebe field behind the hall, organising and running the fair 
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involves more than sixty members of the congregation. It is an 

event that shows the whole St Mary‘s community at its very best, a 

group of people enjoying each others‘ company, working hard in a 

worthwhile cause to achieve something of value for others and for 

the community as a whole. The more people who get involved, the 

better; there will certainly be something for you to do, and you can 

have a lot of fun doing it. The organisers need input in every area 

of the fair. No matter how much or how little time you are able to 

give, your contribution will be greatly valued. Even an hour helping 

on one of the stalls on the big day will enable the stallholder to get 

some lunch, or have a walk round the fair. 

 

The financial contribution of the fair to the church‘s bank account 

makes a significant difference to our ability to meet our obligations, 

particularly in a climate where significant sums need to be found 

for the building and works projects necessary to maintain our his-

toric church building. Additionally, there are a number of local 

causes we are committed to supporting on an annual basis, as is 

our duty as a Christian organisation: the Spires Centre for Young 

Men in Streatham, the Physically Handicapped and Able Bodied 

Club of Merton, the Church Mission Society, Christian Care and 

Welcare, among others, all benefit from the commitment and gen-

erosity of St Mary‘s congregation. In addition, we have of late been 

able to make a number of substantial contributions towards the ex-

cellent work done by our local Merton Park Explorer Scouts in Ken-

ya. None of this would be possible without the success of events 

such as the Summer Fair. 

 

So we urge all to come and support this important event on 18th 

June and if you are able, to get involved and enjoy the process of 

organising it. Most importantly, we need people to turn up on the 

day and with that in mind, we ask all to bring your friends and tell 

your neighbours. Our objective is to beat last years‘ take of £4900 

to help the church towards achieving its valuable community role.

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The King James Bible: 400th Anniversary 
 

―Translation it is that openeth the window, to let in the light, that 
breaketh the shell, that we may eat the kernel‖ 

This quotation, from the instruc-
tions given to the translators of 
what became known as the King 

James Bible, is on the home 
page of the King James Bible 
Trust (www.kingjamesbible.org). 
The trust has been set up to run 
a number of events during the 
year and to celebrate this book, 
which has had such profound 
effects upon our nation.  
 
The site includes a digitised re-
production of the original King 
James Bible (KJB), allowing visi-
tors to turn the pages and see 
how the text first appeared. You 
can also search for particular 
texts. Other sections of the site 
enable you to explore daily life 
in 1611, to investigate the music 
written in response to the Bible, 
or to read about what the site 
calls Bible Heroes—people who 
have been influenced by the 
words of the KJB to do great 
things. 
 

The whole process of creating 
the new translation of the Bible 
began quite near to our parish, 
at the conference held in Hamp-
ton Court in 1604. James I had 
become King the year before 
and was persuaded by puritans 
that a new translation was need-

ed.  It is believed that much of 
the translation work went on in 
the Jerusalem Chamber at West-

minster Abbey.  
 
There are many events and 
readings planned for this year, 
particularly at Shakespeare‘s 
Globe Theatre, appropriately for 
a building of the same period. 
There are other opportunities for 
us all to get involved however. 

Taking part in the YouTube Bible 
is very easy: you just choose a 
chapter not read so far

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Parish Profile: Neville Squires 
 
We begin this new series by interviewing one of our outgoing 
Churchwardens: 
 
When did you first come to St Maryôs and what roles have 
you played here?  
I first came to St Mary's at my brother's Christening, in 1953. I was 
on the Missionary Committee in the 70's, when we still ran the Mis-
sionary Garden Party.  
 
I was also on the Social Committee when Jean Neighbour was 
chairman - an experience of almost military operation, and I was 
also the boiler operator - when Arthur Plastow gave up climbing 
into the boiler room at 80.  
 
I have been a server for 30 years: for someone of middle-church 
traditions, this was a move towards inclusiveness. I have also been 
with Churches Together during the illustrious period when Bert 
Hyde was chairman, and in Christian Care under the same chair-
manship. Finally, after nearly 40 adult years, and in the place of 
people much more capable than myself, I became Churchwarden. 
 
Whatôs your favourite hymn or church music? 
I have several favourite hymns - "He Who Would Valiant 
Be" (though I don't think it's true !), "Dear Lord and Father of Man-
kind", "When a Knight Won His Spurs", "Jerusalem" - but I suppose 
the one I will be happy with at the end is "Love Divine, All Loves 
Excelling". 
 
What is your most unforgettable memory of St Maryôs? 
There's no one memorable moment. Every good event, service, 
and sermon is memorable - and many in the past have been a dis-
aster. I have had delight and misery in that time. Possibly my most 
memorable event was my 60th birthday party, because of the ef-
fort people made for me.  
 
I wouldn't personally change anything at St Mary's - what you think 
you would like, often doesn't turn out well in practice. 
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What might the congregation 
not know about you?  
One thing that they might not 
know about me? I can speak a 
little Gaelic (or could thirty years 
ago, deich air fhichead bliadh-
na). I have also done medieval 
timber framing - my most unu-
sual certificate is for wattle and 
daub!
