Vicar s Letter

The text of a sermon | preached at Evensong on 19th Sept

Bio-diversity and Galileo

he United Nations has named

this year 2010 as International
Year of Biodiversity to draw atten-
tion to the accelerated rate at which
species are being lost as a result of
human activities; currently at 1,000
times the natural rate and rising. A
television programme this week
looks at how the tiger is in real dan-
ger of extinction and in a few weeks
time David Attenborough looks at
the O0death of
On holiday in August, I learnt of a
potent example, and not exclusive to
Thailand, which illustrates the point.
In the Thai jungle there once lived
thousands of elephants living wild,
happy as Larry. Man decides that
trees are commercially valuable and
starts logging huge swathes of forest
trees, without replanting, destroying
the habitat on which the elephant
and much else depend. Elephants
were trained to carry the logs on
demand, speeding up the work and
pace of jungle destruction. Then,
fairly recently, when uncontrolled
logging was made illegal and the
ban enforced, suddenly the ele-
phants became redundant - no
longer of use to man so were ren-

t h

dered unemployed and left to fend
for themselves in depleted jungle
which could not sustain them. As a
result thousands died.

So, man devised cruel ways of
training the elephant to perform
circus tricks and gimmicks for
tourists, even taking them onto the
city streets as a bait with which to
beg. This leads to the premature
death of many more elephants, fol-
lowing the trauma of living in an
alien city environment and contrib-
uted towards its slow walk towards
collapse if nothing is done to check
it.

The C of E is an official supporter
of this year 6s
and has encouraged its churches to
remind people of this crisis and to
celebrate and strengthen the role of
the church keeping and recording
the biodiversity contained in our
12,000 churchyards. We know how
truly blessed we are in Merton with
our large churchyard and adjacent
glebe fields and owe a debt of
gratitude to those few local people
who spend their spare time caring
for it - mowing, pruning, thinning,
planting and maintaining habitats
and recording the diverse life from
birds to beetles.



Worldwide, our human species is
having a destructive influence on
the survival of other species, and
we all contribute to it whether
knowingly or unwittingly and
make daily decisions which im-
pact upon it. So it might help us
to stop and reflect on some of the
underlying causes to our arro-
gance as a species on this earth.
How do we view ourselves?
What place do we think we have
within our solar system and as
part of our galaxy within the
fathomless immensity of space?
For | believe we can trace our
unquestioned right to dominate
the earth from a certain under-
standing of the universe misin-
formed by the arguments of the
astronomer Ptolemy and rein-
forced by Aristotle’'s science of
logic, leading to a philosophical
theology of the world, which for
centuries the western Church ac-
cepted, promoted and from
which it would not countenance
any deviation.

Not until the clever and inde-
pendently thinking scientists like
Copernicus and Giordano Bruno,
who was burnt to death becom-
ing the first martyr to science in
1600, did a challenge to this
world view really emerge which
dared to suggest that what eccle-
siastical authority taught and
ruthlessly enforced through the

Inquisition, was mistaken. The
given framework that the universe
was earth centred -geocentric -and
all other planets, stars and the moon
and the sun orbited around the earth
was the premise that these scien-
tists, and later Galileo among them,
challenged. The earth was not at the
centre of the universe and nor was
it at the centre even of our solar
system.

That the sun is at the centre of our
solar system- a heliocentric model
- was what Galileo promoted. The
arguments of science, based on ob-
servable and measurable data,
clashed with centralised ecclesiasti-
cal faith based power which in-
sisted that the matter was primarily
a theological one of faith and not a
scientific one. This was based on
the premise that the bible contained
some obscure texts which had been
employed in its defence, that the
Church was the only body compe-
tent to interpret scripture and any-
one or publication which contra-
dicted this interpretation of scrip-
ture must be put down with excom-
munications, book prohibitions, the
public burning of books and worse!
What was at stake was a world
view that not only placed the earth
at the centre of the universe but hu-
mankind - man - as the sole focus
and purpose of all creation. When
we read in Genesis that God said
'Let there be light' and went on to



create the sea, land, plants, fish,
birds and animals, he not only gave
power to man to name them,
thereby dominating them, but its
traditional interpretation has led to
the established wisdom holding
sway, that God created everything
for human benefit alone. It was an
anthropological, human-centric uni-
verse which has led to human be-
ings behaving in that dominant
manner, feeling vindicated in plac-
ing all other species under our feet -
open season to exploit and use them
for our own ends. But Copernicus,
Bruno and Galileo offered a differ-
ent natural philosophical outlook,
where the sun, not the earth, is at the
centre. In the first half of the 1600's
while Galileo would not have
known of (or at least not observed)
solar systems and galaxies beyond
our own, he believed and taught that
the sun was at the centre of the
known universe. This view ques-
tioned the central defining role of
man as the king of species at the
centre of the whole world. Once that
human -centric view had been
shown to be misplaced, the possibil-
ity that other species known on this
earth could & should enjoy the right
to exist and survive for their own
sakes, not just because they were
useful to man, could gain ground.

Surely, one of the regrets of Christi-
anity, must be its historic reluc-
tance, in some influential quarters,

to admit this possibility. Add to
this the dominant political and ec-
clesiastical philosophy that, in the
end, 'might is right’, it is easy to see
how those who could dominate and
control, would prevail. And even
after many in northern Europe had
long accepted Galileo's truth, they
still had not shrugged off the an-
thropological rationale for other
species' existence, which boiled
down to: ' If they're no use to man -
forget them!" So in this biodiversity
year, let us humbly acknowledge
our position and ask ourselves the
question:

Who do we think we are?'

The Copernican -Galileo saga goes
to show that the world views to
which we hold fast, derived from
our philosophical or theological
constructs, have determined how
we behave and regard the world
and its wonderful bio-diversity. It
affects everything from twigs to
tigers; from ants to elephants, chal-
lenging us to repeatedly ask our-
selves the question:

'Who do we think we are?'

And while we sleep on that ques-
tion and ponder the answer we
give, we might well be helping to
determine whether another species
heads towards collapse and extinc-
tion T whether another part of

A Moment of Stillness.

As we grow older, our sense of time changes markedly, to give the
impression that there is less time. As children we mark our existence in
hours, and two weeks to Christmas seems an eternity! For the adult, as
time revolves with ever increasing speed we note time in days ,weeks
or months, until even a year can slip past all too quickly.

This is probably because we are rarely fully aware in the present mo-
ment, our life being more often caught on the passing of time 1 recall-
ing past events and imagining what may happen in the future; and
while such thoughts may have some value, when caught by them, all
the freshness and reality of the present moment is lost.

In moments of stillness, which seem outside time, ordinary things take
on a deeper significance, and with them is a sense of unity with all
creation.

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New Bishop of Southwark

The Rt Revd Christopher
Chessunis to be the 10"
Bishop of Southwark. He will
succeed The Rt Revd Dr Tom
Butler who retired in March.
Consecrated Bishop in South-
wark Cathedral on 21 April 2005,
he is the Area Bishop of Wool-
wich, one of the three Episcopal
Areas along with Kingston and
Croydon in the Diocese of South-
wark. He will be enthroned in
Southwark Cathedral in the early
part of 2011.

Bishop Christopher, 54, who is
an identical twin, was also ap-
pointed as Bishop for Urban Life
and Faith in May 2010. He will
continue to hold this role as
Bishop of Southwark.

Before becoming Bishop of
Woolwich he was Archdeacon of
Northolt, in the Diocese of Lon-
don. Prior to this he was Rector
of Stepney, St Dunstan and All
Saints, in London Diocese and
was Area Dean of Tower Ham-
lets from 1997-2001. He has also
been Chaplain and Minor Canon
at St Paul's Cathedral and Lon-
don Episcopal Area Vocations'
Adviser; Senior Curate at St
Mary, Portsea, in the Diocese of
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Portsmouth, and served his title
at St Michael and All Angels,
Sandhurst in the Diocese of Ox-
ford.

His interests include history, mu-
sic, deaf-hearing integration,
travel and links with overseas
churches.

Bishop Christopher said'l was
surprised and humbled to have
been nominated to be the tenth
Bishop of Southwark. It has been
a great privilege and joy to serve
as Bishop of Woolwich for the
last five years, serving as part of
Bishop Tom Butler's staff team,
until his recent retirement. The
Bishops work closely together in
this very vibrant Diocese where
clergy morale is high and the
area system ensures that effective
support is given in equipping the
clergy and people of our parishes
to serve the Kingdom of God in
their localities.
